1. General conditions
1.1. Everyone interested may apply for the competition.
1.2. Children and teenagers between the ages of 6 and 16 are eligible to participate in the competition.
1.3. One participant is eligible to introduce one entry.
2. Founders and organizers 
2.1. The competition is found and organized by the International Foundation for Arts n.a. S. D. Erzia (Moscow).
2.2. The Committee (Jury) that is responsible for the results of the competition and decides on the winners is appointed by the Foundation and its partners. 
3. Requirements for entry format
3.1. Entries that exceed the series A2 paper sheet size will not be considered.
3.2. Entries should be in proper esthetic appearance.

3.3. On the back-page a participant must indicate:
author’s name and surname, 
age, 
entry’s title, 
material, technique and the year when the entry was created, 
city, educational institution, 
tutor's full name and contact telephone number.
3.4. General entry requirements:

– parents and tutors are not allowed to help participants in the creation of entries,
– participants are allowed to introduce entries in any art form: painting, graphic arts, applied arts, animation, film, or collage.
- participants are allowed to introduce entries in any genre of painting: portrait, landscape painting, still life, thematic composition, etc. (at participant’s option),

- a participant is allowed to choose the technique to create an entry,

- applied arts: the form of work and the technique of the entry is chosen by a participant 
 Entries that do not meet the format requirements will not be considered. 
Entries without the information on the back-page will not be considered!!!

5. Program of the competition
August - October 2020 
The launch of the project – sharing the information: mailout of the Regulations, publication of the information on sites, notification of potential participants, and managers. 
Coverage of the competition in local media.

Stage I:

September - December 2020
Explanation of the topics by managers, the examination of literature, and visual sources dedicated to S. D. Erzia’s life and art, discussion of the topics with tutors, creation of sketches, work with entries. 
Stage II:

January - February 2021
Selection of entries by a local committee (in schools, hobby groups, and workshops). Sending/reception of entries for participation in the final stage of the competition. Coverage of the competition in local media. 

Entries can be sent no later than February 15!!!
Stage III:

March - April 2021
Summing up the results of the competition and picking up the winners by the jury (committee). Presentation of awards to the winners and participants of the competition. Presentation of diplomas, certificates of gratitude, and awards to the winners and participants of the competition. Coverage of the competition in local media.
6. Determination of competition winners, criteria of evaluation and awards 

6.1. The Competition is held in three (3) age groups: junior (8-10 years old), middle (11-13 years old), senior (14-16 years old) 
Main evaluation criteria:

            - the independence and singularity of imagery used for theme development,
- the integrity of color and compositional layout,  

- the level of proficiency in the technique and material. 
6.2. At the end of the competition the winners who won I, II, and III prizes (in each age group and nomination) are determined.

6.3. The participants who win I, II, and III prizes are awarded diplomas and prizes.
6.4. All the participants are awarded certificates of gratitude. 
6.5. The list of winners will be published on the site of the competition organizer www.erzia-fond.com 
6.6. The review of the competition results and the ceremony of awarding the winners will take place after April 15, 2021
6.7. Organizers of the competition reserve the right to select the entries for further participation in international exhibitions, festivals, and competitions in the frameworks of projects dedicated to S. D. Erzia’s art.
